Normally the doors and mechanical locks are manufactured by other suppliers.

Unlock all the mechanical locks before switching on the operator. Note that more than one lock
may be fitted.

5.1 Safery functions in’regruted in the operator

A door that 1s obstructed during the opening movement will try to open until the hold open time
has elapsed and then close.

Closing

A door that 1s obstructed during the closing movement will stop. When the obstruction is
removed the door will continue to close.
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
